· Appropriate label/container – ALL medication (including over-the-counter medications/ supplements) must be properly labeled and in an appropriate container.   
· Prescription medication must be in the original container with a pharmacy label (which includes the name of the student, prescribing physician and medication along with the strength/dosage/time of administration).  
· Over-the-counter medications/supplements must also be in their original container with the label clearly legible. With space limitations, please consider container size. The student name should be printed on the container in indelible ink.
· Turned in on time - Medications & physician orders need to be turned into the school office 
by 3:00 on Monday March 16th at the latest
                         to allow enough time to safely prepare for the health needs of your student at camp.
